What is Record It, Report It and
Recover It?

Record It, Report It and Recover It is a
program to deter theft of property and to
help return the property to the owner if it's
stolen. Currently, property crime is the
number one crime in Topeka. If everyone
would simply take a few minutes to record
serial numbers and mark or photograph the
items, more property could be recovered
and perpetrators apprehended.

Valuable items and heirlooms can

disappear quickly when doors are left open
or bags are left unattended even for “just a
second”. Law enforcement reports that
only one percent of all items in the property
room are marked.

By taking preventive action, you can avoid
becoming a victim of theft.

To participate in Record It, Report It
and Recover It!

1. Take an inventory of all valuables
including computers, iPods, blackberries
stereos, cameras, video games, tools, and
bicycles - anything of value to you.

2. List the item, make, model, serial
number, the date of purchase and the cost
of the item.

3. Mark the item with an invisible marker

or engraver with your drivers license number

KS12345 (never use your social security

number).

e Invisible identification markers are
available from the Topeka Police
Department, Neighborhood Improvement
Associations, Neighborhood Associations,
(http://www.topeka.org/pdfs/
neighborhood_organization_listing.pdf)
neighborhood watch groups and most
local pawn shops.

4. Items you can’t mark or engrave should
be photographed.

5. Jewelry should be described as to the
size, weight, and color of stones. This can
be done free of charge at most Topeka area
pawn shops. They will be happy to assist
you with the descriptions and definitions of
styles.

6. Keep a copy of the list and photos and/or
the digital camera disk in a safe deposit box
or a secure area.

7. Get valuables insured.
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If you become a victim, report all the
necessary information immediately,
including suspects to:

*  Shawnee County Sheriff’'s Office 368.2200

Provide a copy of your list of stolen items
with serial numbers and photos to area
second-hand resale stores, video game/CD
retailers, and internet consignment stores.

For your convenience, you can also turn a
list of your stolen items to any Capitol City
Pawn & Jewelry store and they will distribute
your list to all of the local pawn shops.

Tips to Prevent Theft

¢ Never leave your home or auto unlocked
even if you are just going to the
neighbors. An open or unlocked door is
an invitation to steal.

= Keep your keys with you at all times.

= Never lend your keys to anyone.

« Leave valuable jewelry, especially those
items with sentimental or heirloom
value, in a safe deposit box.

e If something is stolen or missing, report
it right away. It is also helpful to post
signs about the missing item-this may
help in its return.

Home Inventory Sheet

Congratulations for taking the first step in protecting your valuables and personal property! One of the keys to recovering
your property is to maintain a log of your items. The only thing that differentiates your stereo from thousands of other items is
usually a serial number. When property is recovered, those serial numbers are entered into a search able database, and
when a match is found, you're one step closer to recovering your property!

Before you begin, take the time to walk through your home and locate those items that would make a likely target for thieves.
ltems like laptops, video game systems, stereo equipment, and jewelry are high on the list of property reported stolen.

There are several ways to mark your items. One way, is with an engraver, but this may deface the item. Another option is to
use an Invis-ID invisible ink marking pen. This ink can only be seen under special lighting. These pens are available free of

charge from the Topeka Law Enforcement Center, or they can be ordered online at WWW.conceptek.com.

You should mark your items with your drivers license number and state were it was issued somewhere near the information
tag. This is usually located on the bottom or back of the items. Never use your Social Security number as an identifying
number!

Once you have marked all of your property with an engraver or the Invis-ID pen, it is essential to record make, model
numbers, serial numbers, and any other identifying information of your property. Not only will this assist Law Enforcement in
the recovery of your property, it will help substantiate your claim to your insurance company.

ltems without serial numbers like jewelry should be photographed with a digital camera. Once you have photographed your
items, you can keep the memory card or photos with this log, and store the information in a secure place.
